Story:  Jarasandha, the mighty King of Magadha, was killed by Bhima in a 14-day wrestling 

duel. Under Krishna's guidance, The Boon: Jarasandha was born in two pieces and was 

joined together by a demoness named Jara, meaning he could only be killed by being torn 

apart. The Duel: Bhima, Arjuna, and Krishna disguised themselves as Brahmins to challenge 

Jarasandha, as a direct assault was not possible. The Hint: During the fight, when Bhima was 

struggling, Krishna picked up a twig, split it in two, and threw the pieces in opposite 

directions. This was a signal for Bhima to tear Jarasandha apart.
